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Florida will pass New York as the nation's third most populous state by 2011, according to the 

latest government projections.  

The Census Bureau expects the Sunshine State to gain 12 million new residents over the first 

three decades of the new millennium. Fourteen Florida counties are already among the 100 fastest 

growing jurisdictions in the country.
